Delegation:
Janice McDonald addressed council regarding a proposed development. Clarification was requested regarding the stream that flows across the property in question, insofar as whether it would constitute a “body of water” for septic system purposes. It was duly noted that several older developments are closer to the stream than would be allowed by the current regulations, including a building that had stood on the property in question. Council advised Ms. McDonald that approval of a septic system in principle for a vacant lot is not something that council has done before; and that council could not approve a conventional septic system if Service NL deems the stream to be a “body of water.” Town Clerk will set up a meeting with Paul Noseworthy (Service NL) and members of council, in order to gather information on this multijurisdictional matter.
